Kenneth was born on May 25, 1945, in Toccoa, Georgia, to Charlie Dance
Garrett and Frances Eleanor Fowler Garrett and passed from this life on April
20, 2025, surrounded by his family. 

 Kenneth was the youngest of nine siblings, who were raised by their mother.
They moved often throughout his childhood, but never leaving the northeast
Georgia area. After being discharged from the army in 1965, he settled not far
from home in Elberton and started a family. Although he was skilled in many
forms of labor, he gravitated to the granite industry, and being an
entrepreneur, he opened his own business, Garrett Granite Sales. He was
respected in the community and very active in his church, Fort Sonia Baptist.
He was a deacon and led several youth groups. In 1985, he moved his family
to Hallsville, Texas, to partner with his brother Bobby at Garrett Memorial in
Longview. He moved one final time to Gladewater, where he opened
Gladewater Memorials. Thus keeping the family business that is carried on by
his daughter and son-in-law today. Kenneth was very outgoing and always a
prankster, never without a joke and a laugh (usually on you). He loved fishing
and had an affinity for animals, especially cattle. His pets were cows, more
than dogs or cats. He loved music and dancing, and that’s how he met Helen.



They married in 1999. He finally retired, and they spent many happy days on
their farm. His family never got far away as they all settled in the East Texas
area. Again, he was very active in his church, Union Grove Baptist, where his
diligence led many lost souls to Christ. Even now, his legacy lives on in
Obadiah… Servant of the Lord Missions.
