Ron Hawkins was born on September 24, 1944 in Vidor, Texas. He was the
son of Quentin L. Hawkins and Nina M. (Pierce) Hawkins. His father was killed
in an auto accident when Ron was two. Nina took her two children (Ron and
Beverly) and moved to Dallas. They lived with Ron’s grandparents until Nina
remarried. In the next four years four siblings (two boys and two girls) were
added to the family. The family moved around to several cities in the Dallas
area. 
Ron joined the U.S. Navy in 1963. He received his aviation electronics training
in Memphis and then transferred to San Diego and joined Patrol Squadron 40.
He had two tours to the Philippines where he flew as the airborne radio
operator on P-5 Sea Planes. He spent two tours flying patrols off the Viet Nam
coast. He was honorably discharged in 1967. 

 Ron went to work at AT&T in 1967. He started as a communication technician
at 4100 Bryan St. in Dallas. He was promoted to first level management in
1975. The promotion required a move to Houston, Texas. He moved back to
Dallas in 1981. He had several management positions after that. He retired
from AT&T with 31 years of service. 

 He married his wonderful wife (Glenda) in 1969. They were blessed with three
children, two girls, Lisa and Lou Ann and one son, Shane. Ron and Glenda
were very happy until Glenda’s death in 2014. 

 Ron passed away peacefully, October 18, 2019, in his home. 
 Ron is survived by his son, Shane Hawkins and daughter-in-law, Zuleyma
